In July 2007, LCIF was ranked 
the best non- governmental 
organization (NGO) worldwide 
as ranked by the Financial 
Times in association with 
Dalberg Global Dev. Advisers 
and the United Nations Global 
Compact. 
 
LCIF was rated most highly 
and ranked first for program 
execution, communication, 
adaptability and accountabil-
ity in the fast-growing world 
of non-profits. 
 
The ranking assessed 34  
organizations ranked by 445 
companies involved with 
NGO’s.
